The data collected
in this study is scientifically based on the primary data and secondary data. Survey data or main
data collected from participants giving answers through oral interviews such as the head of district
Sangha council, Buddhist monk officials, municipalities, abode of pagodas, preachers, civil
servants, Buddhists, students, and by fulfilling the questionnaires.

BUdd_h‘an plays an important role in leading people to practice the highest morality and ethics for
the .dlgmty and_peace of life, avoiding killing, and the acts of immorality that cause such chaos in
society. Buddhism has introduced people to the highest moral standards“for peace of mind, for the
happiness of individual, family, society and the whole world.

One of the most important aspects of Buddhism as one of the world's religions is the attitude of
Buddhism towards social, economic and political issues. In general, many educated people tend to
view Buddhism as shunning or retreating from active life, taking refuge in temples or in caves, or
in forests, and leading a detached life. This view is caused by a lack of understanding, a lack of
investigation, because the Buddha himself is one of the most active human beings in the world.

On the basis of the above, in order to achieve true peace of mind, the monks who were the followers
of the Buddha practiced the principles of Buddhism to educate themselves, in particular the
practice of Buddhism. In Cambodia, it has become an important mechanism for the continued
existence of Buddhism in all 5,000 years. This rainy. Buddhism is governed by two main
principles: the management of the monks, based on the basic principles of Buddhism, and the
principle, “Discipline is the root of which is Buddhism”, and the administration of hierarchy. All
levels start from the Supreme Patriarch of Cambodia monk, Supreme council of order, the royal
order, the provincial and district order, and up to the abode of monastery. The abbot is the head of
the monastic administration for the good and order of Buddhism in the Kingdom of Cambodia.

Particularly in this research, the focus of the district order is a priority to discovering the extent of
Buddhist rule at the grassroots level, how well the principles are applied and implemented. Of
course, what was found was an important point that was fulfilled by the district order:

Administrative Affairs: The management of the Buddhist monks in an administrative manner,
with the tasks of communicating from one pagoda to another, through an official administrative
letter in accordance with the administrative law of the Kingdom of Cambodia.

Fulfillment of duties: Another important principle is to fulfill the duties of the members of the
Sangha at all levels, in accordance with the Buddhist Declaration and the division of duties in order

to ensure that all Buddhist activities are performed well.

Discipline of the Dharma: The most important task of all levels of Buddhist monks in the
Kingdom of Cambodia is to properly monitor, guide, and promote the practice of Buddhism in
Cambodia to ensure the life of Buddhism is continued through its solidarity, confidence of all

Buddhists.
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
